NDP Progress Report

· A meeting of the NDP Team took place on 25 September with the following outcomes:-
· Members agreed to provide lists of businesses of which they knew in the Parish, together with contact details where possible, to ensure as comprehensive a list as possible
· An invitation would be included in the forthcoming Parish News inviting businesses to express an interest in engaging with the Plan.
· There would be separate meetings with CWPT and LME.
· The draft Character Assessment was endorsed
· Members were asked to provide additional photographs to illustrate the Plan.
· There was discussion of the advantages as well as the disadvantages of holiday homes to ensure that the Policy was appropriate.
· Discussion of Settlement Protection Zones endorsed their retention in some form to limit mineral extraction, but would require careful thought on modification to ensure their transition into NDP.
· Concern that identifying agricultural land as being of special value would provide sufficient protection from gravel extraction.
· More attention required to specifying criteria for after-use, particularly opportunities to create and extend public footpaths.
· KM agreed to develop the case for Local Green Spaces using the CDC Checklist.
· A first draft of Community Action Proposals has been established and will be extended as part of the ongoing Plan development.
· Work has progressed on development of illustrative maps in support of individual Policies.
· No further progress on the GCC Minerals Plan or meetings with GCC on this.
· Ashton Keynes Consultation on their final draft helped to identify areas of difference and complementarity.
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
